The Grant County Board of Education recognizes that a direct relationship exists between students' daily school attendance, academic performance, graduation, and good work habits. Daily attendance is necessary for students to meet their schools' academic program standards as each day's learning builds on the work previously completed. 

While compulsory school attendance laws do not directly affect preschool aged students, studies have shown that good attendance habits begin when students first enter school.  It is imperative that we work together to teach your child the value of education and of attending class.  Good attendance habits will carry with them throughout their educational lives and even into the world of work.  Please keep in mind that although an occasional tardy, early dismissal or absence may not be avoidable, they should not become a habit.  Poor attendance now may only lead to poor attendance later.      
Please remember students and parents/guardians have the ultimate responsibility for daily school attendance.
