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The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA)
Directory information can also be disclosed to outside organizations without a parent’s prior written consent.  Two federal laws require local educational agencies (LEAs) receiving assistance under the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965 (ESEA) to provide military recruiters, upon request, with three directory information categories:  names, addresses, and telephone listings.  This will be released unless parents have advised the county that they do not want the child’s information disclosed without their prior written consent
[bookmark: _GoBack]If parents do not want Grant County Schools to disclose directory information from their child’s record without their prior written consent, they must notify the Grant County School System in writing by September 30, 2021.
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
