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Transportation Procedures for Young Children 

In addition to rules and procedures contained in West Virginia Board of Education Policies 4336 and 2525 the following guidelines shall be implemented by bus drivers in Grant County:

1. Parent/guardian or other designated responsible person shall be present at bus stop to accompany pre-k students when loading and unloading the bus.

2. All students enrolled in Kindergarten through third grade shall be met at the scene of unloading by parent, guardian or a designated responsible person.

3. For students in grade four and five, the driver must ascertain that parent, guardian or other responsible person is at the home or place of unloading to receive the student.

4. Good judgment must be exercised at all times for all students when dropping off at all stops.

5. It shall be the responsibility of each driver to give special guidance and training to all students who must cross the highway for loading and unloading (using the thumbs-up signal).

6. Unmet students will be returned to the school.
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
